So, back to the exhibition. Please read the article below prepared and presented
before last year's exhibition. It's all there. Do your best and have fun. T




Preparing Bonsai for Exhibition

1. A week before the exhibition, spray your trees (excepting Succulents, Redwoods, and Alpine Fir) with
horticultural oil or a mild all purpose pest killer. We need to help each other protect our trees. Please
don’t bring any chemical sprays to the show.

2. Assuming that proper grooming of the tree has been on going, simply spruce up your tree with a quick
prune. Remove all previous stubs left to die back the last time you pruned. Clean the trunk and
branches as required, to remove dirt or algae and also clean any deadwood. Remember, if you choose
to lime sulpher the jins and sharis on Conifers, allow up to a week for the yellow to fade. If it's dead-
wood on deciduous trees, use teak oil to freshen the deadwood if required. Allow a few days for it to
thoroughly soak in and loose the shine.

3. Clean the pot.

If glazed, usually a quick wipe with a wet cloth will do. If the pot has a lip, make especially sure this is
clean and the soil meets the perimeter of the pot well with nothing spilling over. Carefully scrap off any cal-
cium build-up.

If un-glazed, wash the pot and apply Camellia oil or other non-machine oil to the pot to bring out its luster.
Apply lightly. If there are calcium build-ups, burnish them off with a fine grit tool cleaning block or super
fine steel-wool and then oil the pot.

1. Check the moss and refresh as required. Prepare the moss by scraping off most of the soil from below
and taking out any weeds or other debris. Apply where needed. The moss shouldn’t look lumpy or re-
cently applied. Make the effort to give it the look of always having been there by planting it in at soil
level.

2. Clean and resurface the soil. Depending on the tree, consider removing the top one quarter inch of
the regular potting medium and resurfacing with a more appropriate mix. Sometimes the fineness of
Shohin soil is correct, other times an Akadama surface is attractive. Evaluate what color soil compli-
ments your tree and pot. A uniform surface appears more realistic than a mixed medium surface.

3. Regarding wiring: If your tree must be shown with wire on, assure that the wiring is proper and neat.
Consider removing the wire and using a guy wires instead if the small branches have taken their set. If
any wires can be removed to show the tree with less wire, do so. When wiring think ahead to showing.
Don’'t mix copper and aluminum wire on the same tree. They weather to different colors and the wiring
can become distracting.

4. Carefully consider your presentation. Do you have an appropriate stand? Does your tree best display
on a stand? Do you need a scroll, an accent, or a viewing stone for your presentation to be truly appre-
ciated? If you chose to follow traditional criteria do so. Know what’'s appropriate. If you chose to devi-
ate, be creative and have fun.

Label everything you bring to the show with your name and phone #, especially stands and stones.

Don't be shy about exhibiting. Doing so is the only way to learn to do it well. We hope the club will be
well represented by all the members. If you don’t have a show-worthy tree as yet, show a tree in train-
ing at the designated table.
