Ramblins from Todd

Happy March Folks- Despite the recent cold, the Weather Channel reports a warm up to follow. That and Daylight
Savings make one believe Spring isn't too far off. With it our many tasks getting into the next growing season. The
need for pots, supplies and material become paramount.

Here's a way to solve that problem. Go to the Midatlanic Festival. The vendor area is always great. As a regional,
club organized show, the vendors expect bonsai club members at all levels and cater to the attendees. You name it,
they got it. And with fellow club members at your side, you can get a second opinion or 12 about that $200 tree
you're eyeing. Beginners, take advantage of the fact your friends are here and talk to the more experienced members
about your intended purchases. Most of them have found the deals in years past.

This is always a good show, but a particularly great show if it's your first show. Close to home, other club members
going, reasonable price and hotel, and the opportunity to car pool. The line up this year is great. Our guest artist of a
couple years ago, Guy Guidry, a really talented artist will be sure to enlighten and amaze. | saw Robert Stevens in
Washington. Really great. Sure, he's coming to the club, you can see him there. But remember, at the convention
you'll be hearing the lectures and meeting the person. Having an understanding of the artist before our club gig
really rounds out an opportunity to then actually work with the artist. Much better than just meeting for the first time.

So, not only go to the convention, sign up for the last couple spots at the club workshop.

The last artist, Ted Matson, | don't know much about. He does however come highly recommended by our friend
John, The Saikei Man. That usually works for me.

If you're still searching for a reason to attend, keep in mind our club is a founding member of the organization. Many
moons ago, along with other clubs in the region, we donated seed money and formed a board of volunteers compris-
ing all involved clubs. This board in turn activated the membership to attend and run this event and open it to the
public. We as a club have duties at the registration table, tree sitting in the formal exhibit, selling raffles, and helping
with setting up and taking down the formal exhibit. None of these activities is too taxing when we have many hands

What the club gets in return, beyond a weekend hoot and a half, is a portion of the proceeds from the convention.
The distribution of funds occurs in two ways, one portion being return on investment. The remainder is divided by
club member attendance. The more who attend and the longer you stay earns us a higher distribution. This is not to
be overlooked. One year we bolstered our treasury by almost $1200! It was the attendance.

Here's some other tips for newer members. Sign up for the exhibit critiques. Do as many as you can. They are much
cheaper than a workshop and the information is terrific. The critiques not only cover the trees, but also the pots,
stands and accents. The critiques will give you a serious overview very quickly. Another suggestion is how to spend
your money. Over the years I've seen a lot of our beginners come home with a bunch of cheap sticks in pots. If you
come home with half a dozen, you probably spent enough to get one nicer piece of material. Reign yourself in and
look for the best tree you can get. Go for quality, not quantity.

If you're not sure, get some advise.

Buying pots. It's easy to buy a pot you like. It's often overlooked whether you have a tree for that pot. If you have a
tree in mind that's ready for a great pot, plan ahead. Bring some measurements. Better yet, bring the tree, it's that
close by.

Ok, if that's not enough reasons to go, | heard rumor it's a Sara Rayner year
