Happy 2nd Monday November Folks- The Fall foliage has been beautiful. It's been a little easier piling into the van for business 
trips when the sun is out and the foliage is so colorful. It turns windshield time into leaf peeping time. A very substantial improve-
ment. A few of my trees turned early and others are taking their time. That's OK, it simply extends the season for color. Spring and 
Fall both great seasons. Sometimes I think the other two are to remind us how much we like Spring and Fall. 

I recently took a leaf peeping tour that ended at The Bartlett Arboretum and a Yama Ki meeting. Guy Guidry was in town. He has-
n't changed. Still a bundle of energy and such a keen eye for bonsai. I found myself surrounded with some of my Colin School 
buddies and also friends from the Midatlantic board.  

     A newbie to the club had a very nice San Jose. Very healthy. Guy suggested several designs and asked him to wire out the 
tree. Unfortunately, the owner of the tree had little wiring experience and also had to leave to baby-sit Grandchildren. He agreed to 
let us have at the tree, so Mike Pollock and I finished the wiring and stepped back to let the artist work. Check out the results. This 
was not the demo tree, simply a workshop tree. FYI- Guy is one of the speakers at Mid-Atlantic Seminars next year and that's an 
excellent reason to plan to attend! 

Almost time to stow the trees away for the Winter. Do yourselves the favor of removing all weeds, debris and dropped leaves from 
the pots. Don't create a breeding ground for pests and diseases. Spray for pests and get the right trees in the right places.  

Your larches need to freeze. Leave them outside out of the wind. Nursery stock still in larger pots can stay outside. This re-
duces the number of trees you're actively over-wintering and watering. Position your trees out of the wind. I group mine together 
along the fence and put snowfence around them. I place them on boards to avoid direct contact to bugs and pests in the soil be-
low. This has been successful so far, however I have heard from others that when trees are stowed outdoors, mice sometimes 
gnaw the bark and kill the trees over Winter. Beware a place that might be friendly to mouse invasion. 

     Get your other non-tropicals into a cold garage, cold frame, anywhere you can keep the pots from freezing solid, but mostly 
below 40 degrees to maintain dormancy. Definitely anything in expensive pottery and any pre-bonsai in bonsai sized containers. 
The smaller the soil, the more the protection. This can be tough to regulate. I use the cold garage method and it works well. I keep 
a small space heater on a thermostat set for 30. If it's too warm, I open the windows at night and close the cold in during the day. 
When your trees are frozen and dry, put snow on the soil surface. It will provide water at just the right time and temperature. 

     I hope your tropicals are all in for a while now. It's been very cold at night! Where ever you place your trees give your tropicals 
as much warmth, light, and humidity as possible. If you're windowsill growing consider moving your trees away from the windows 
at night to skip that cold radiating off the glass. Use humidity trays. Mist your tropicals as often as possible. Foliar feed occasion-
ally. The results are surprising. If light is an issue, try subsidizing the natural light with a Gro-Lux light in the evening. The light 
needs to be very close to the tree to be effective. 

Well, I'm ramblin' early so I'm ramblin' short. Frank needs to get the newsletter out early because of this very important public ser-
vice Bonsai announcement. Remember,  club meeting is a week early this month due to Pond  House renovations.
